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ABSTRACT

The present study was conducted on women teaah@ssess their modernization in relation to theéircational
level of Sonitpur district of Assam. A sample of52&vomen teachers of secondary schools having greduand
postgraduate level of education were selected trausing stratified random sampling method. The enoidation scale
developed by R. S. Singh, A.N. Tripathi, Ramji IGjha was administered for collecting data. Theifigd of the study

reveal that educational level has positive inflleeon the modernization of women teachers

INTRODUCTION

Modernization as a concept gained currency in twas sciences by the T@&entury following after industrial
revolution. In general the word modernization iraplisomething new’. The dictionary meaning of modsation refers to
the process of becoming modern, adapting moders wiy the etymology of the word comes from then_aiot ‘modo’
which means just now. Modernization is widely péred as uniquely western practice that non-wessewieties could
tag on and it is interpreted as orientation anddblidaptation of the people’s behaviour, attitudbediefs and life-styles
towards those developed countries. But if we thirdadly modernization is not mere westernizatiomay include many
of the characteristics that western countries nasetbut it is more than this concept. But in a seese, ‘Modernization’

refers to a process by which change occurs in gngtahoutlook of the people.

Modernization implies a rational attitude towardsigus aspects of society. It symbolizes an atittalvards
solving a problem from a universalistic point ofwi and not particularistic. Modernization is rootedhe scientific world
view; it has a deeper and positive association iin levels of diffusion of scientific knowledgechnological skill and
technological resources in a particular societyt Bommitment to scientific world view, the interiwatalization of
humanistic and philosophical view point of scierare contemporary problems is more important thanvbleme of

Modernization is not an enforced process to anyespncSocieties are gradually becoming modern pracess.
But it is hard to change the mindset of the pedueeasily. Some impetus is needed to accelerateriteess of
modernization. Education is the most important andne agency which can prepare the people for nmizegion.
Education, if looked at beyond its conventional tdaries, forms the very essence of all our actiBdsication aims at the
reformation of attitudes wrongly developed, it st participant democracy, impart values, makepégple capable of
think scientifically and act rationally. Though ihe broad sense education can be obtained in &umtish- formal or

informal but in formal educational institutions ¢hers plays a very important role in educatingpbeple specially our
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future generations. And the responsibility of edinga our future generation is in the hands of tlachers.

"A teacher affects eternity; he can never tell whieis influence stops.” As a general rule, teackesish more by what
they are than by what they say. So, it is obvidwat teachers’ attitude, behavior, personality affect the people and
particularly the student community. In simple warii£an be said that if any society has to soarsly, then its teachers
must develop modernity in their speaking, thinkamgd actions. Because, the society thinks tomorrdatvthe teachers
thinks today. It is in this background; it is felecessary to study the modernization of teachimgpneonity more

particularly the women section as on one hand tiidshan important role in modernizing the studemtd on the other

hand most of them are still dominated in the malgugated society.

Various studies have been done to assess theoredhip of education and modernizati@ore, et al(1970),in
their findings revealed that education has a pasitnpact on modernity of students. The findingshef study ofArmer
and Youtz (1971)lso revealed the positive association betweercagiun and individual modernityElarabi (1985)
conducted a study to examine the relationship betwevel of education, sex and age and a clust&udanese values
believed to be inversely related to modernizatibmas found that education and modernization vpargtively correlated
in the case of Sudanese bureaucrat regardless of hier sex. The findings B&lliath, R. P. (1988)revealed thathere is
significant difference in the individual modernitf under-graduate and post graduate students.dPadtrate students
were higher on individual modernitfPrasad.R and Rai.R1990), conducted study on a sample of 150 students drawn
randomly from the U.G. (Under-Graduate) and PG t(R&saduate) Classes of Siwan and Chapra Distt.Bibar
University, Muzoffarpur and found that with rise@ducational level there is rise in modernisatioores.Jabeen, Zehra
(1996)made a case study on the education and sociagetafrthe middle class Muslim women in Hyderabadds seen
from the study that most of the educated women \ageenst early marriage. The higher the educatitaal the higher
the number against early marriage, dowry syst¥adava, Surendar S.(2001)bserved that basic and functional
education moulds the attitudes, perceptions andwebr of the rural women thereby leads to theiaraipation as they
become the change agents by participating in tlside making process within and outside the fanfibalik, Puja,
Gupta Swati and Jan, Anita (2013)studied the attitude of undergraduate studentsrsvmodernization. The study
revealed that stream of study had no influenceherattitude of students towards modernization imega but contributes

a lot as far as the attitude of female under-greeduis concerned.

From the above analysis it is found that most ef studies have been done on education and itseirdti of
modernization. But no study has been done so fahemmodernization of women teachers having graoiuatnd post
graduation as educational qualification. So in 8tisdy an attempt has been made to study the éolahtevel and its

influence on the modernization of women teachers.

METHODOLOGY
The present study is conducted under DescriptiveeyuMethod.

Population and Sample

The present study aimed at a study on educatiemeal bnd its influence on modernization of womeneimching
profession in Provincialised Secondary Schoolsarfitpur district. As such the study includes a#t thomen teachers who
are graduate and above, working in all the prowilieed Secondary and Higher Secondary schools wiff@wo district as

its population. It has been delimited to seven Camity Development Blocks of Sonitpur District.

As the study involves Level of Education (Gradumte Post-Graduate) and Locality as variables, afaxs®rial
design was prepared and the whole population wadified in to four stratums. These are Rural Geddy Rural
Post-graduate, Urban Graduate and Urban Post-gedilzereafter, 50% of populations from each stnatvere randomly
selected as samples for the study. There are laofod80 women in teaching profession who are gadeland above in 84
secondary and higher secondary schools in thetsdleseven Community Development blocks of Sonifgistrict of
which 322 teachers are in rural areas (66 schaoid) 168 are in urban areas (18 schools). Agaimef322 women
teachers in rural areas, 228 are graduate andeQgaat-graduate, whereas with regard to populdtia@men teachers) in
urban areas which is 168 in number, 90 are gradurade’8 post-graduate. After making stratificatiorhis way, a 50%
of population has been selected randomly applyimgpgrtionate allocation from each stratum as sarfypighe study.
Thus, the total samples for the study consistsAdf\@omen teachers in Sonitpur district of which B84 teachers in rural

areas (114 graduate and 47 post-graduate) ance8dahers in urban areas (45 graduate and 39@aktate).

Thealscis

consists of 32 statements with 6 possible expressims “Complete Agreement”,” High Agreement’,

“ Moderate Agreement”, “Moderate Disagreement”, ighl Disagreement”, “ Complete Disagreement” whareras has

been assigned as 6,5,4,3,2,1 respectively. Themdspts have to encircle the scores as per thejeraf agreement and
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disagreement. The statements are positive andinedmtth. The possibility of maximum score on tisBatements of the

scale is 192 and minimum score is 32.
Treatment of Data

The data were carefully and systematically analytbesugh employing most suitable statistical teghes like

mean, standard deviation, t-test etc.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS

Objective I: To Sudy the Influence of Educational Level on Dimensions of Modernization of Women in Teaching

Profession.

The result presented in table 1 indicates the ex¢®t of significant difference between women teeschaving
graduate and postgraduate level of education vatpect to three dimensions of modernization vizioseeligious,
position of women and education. As seen from ti@yais the calculated ‘t’ value of 3.337 & 3.096 the mean scores
of the dimensions of socio-religious and positidnm@men respectively between graduate and postigtadgroup are
significant at .01 level. Similarly, with regard tioe education dimension, the't’ value of 1.98also found significant at
.05 level. However, the t-value of 1.487 for thendnsion of marriage is not high enough to be sigdisy significant at

.05 level of confidence interval.

The inference of the above findings is that varaic educational level brings significant variameeghe mean
score of three dimensions of modernization of woimeileaching profession. In other words, it carshiel that educational
level has significant (positive) influence with eed to three dimensions of modernization of womentgaching
profession. These are socio-religious, positiomwofmen and education. On the other hand, the infleeducational level
on the dimension of marriage is not statisticalgngicant. Thus, the Ho stating“There is no significant influence of
Educational Level on dimensions Modernization of Wien in Teaching Profession’is partly retained and partly
rejected. It is rejected with regard to socio-fieligs, position of women and education dimensiortgere as the hypothesis

is retained so far the dimension Marriage is camegr

The table 1 further shows that in all the three afigions where significant difference is recorded sbcio-

religious, position of women and education, thetygpaduate group scored significantly higher (meseore 33.24, 40.53
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and 36.01 respectively) than their graduate copatés (mean score of 31.41, 38.66 and 34.83 ragphgt It has also
been observed that in the dimensions of marridgmygh significant difference is not recorded, tlstgraduate group
scored higher with mean scores of 35.79 than thelugte group (mean score 34.76). Thus, in all theemsions of
modernization the post-graduate group is highen tthee graduate group, significantly in socio-radigs, position of

women and education dimensions and non-signifigantimarriage dimension.

The analysis of the results presented in Tableovstihat there is significant difference in the tsmensions of
modernisation viz. Socio-Religious (t=2.057) andiBon of Women (t=2.163) between the women teairerural area
having graduate and post graduate level of edutafio far the remaining two dimensions are conckree Marriage and
Education the ‘t value’ of 1.008 and 1.536 respetyi did not achieve the level of statistical sfgrsince at .05 level.
Thus, it can be said that level of education sigaiftly influenced two dimensions of modernizatafrwomen teachers in
rural area. As such the Hl stating-“There is no significant influence of Educational el on Modernization of
Women in Teaching Profession of Rural aréais partly retained and partly rejected. It is ctgel with regard to socio-
religious, position of women dimensions, wherehashypothesis is retained so far the dimension isigerand Education

are concerned.

It is here to be noted that though significant etiéhce is observed with respect to two dimensiohs
modernization between women teachers in rural &eang graduate and post-graduate level of edutatiee post-
graduate group scored much higher than their gtade@unterparts in all the four dimensions undersaeration. This
implies that educational level has positively ieficed all the dimensions of modernization of worteathers in rural
area, significantly in socio-religious and positiofi women dimensions, whereas non-significantlymarriage and
education dimensions. This finding stating higremre on modernization by the respondents with higheel of education
is supported by most of the previous findings. iariGore et al (1970), Armer and Youtz (1971), KalliathR. P.
(1988), Prasad. R and Rai. R (1990), Jabeen, Zeh(4996) all have come up with conclusion that higher leg&l

education is positively associated with higher econ modernization. The higher the level of edacatigreater the

Women teachers in urban area having graduate astegpaduate level of education are significantlifedent in
the mean scores of two dimensions of modernizatanely socio-religious and position of women aslent in the result
presented in table 3. The calculated ‘t’ value tftg mean scores of socio-religious and positiomafen dimensions
between the two groups are found as 2.090 and Z&sf#ctively, which are higher than the criticalue of 1.96 at .
05 level, hence significant. On the other hand, ¢hkulated ‘t’ value of .709 and .927 for marriagied education
dimensions respectively between the two groupdcaver than the critical value at .05 level of siggdance. Hence, there
is no significant difference between graduate amstgraduate group in urban area with regard toiagerand education
dimensions.

It is also noticed that in both the dimensions whggnificant difference is recorded namely soeiigious and
position of women; the post graduate group outstdhe graduate group. Similarly, with regard to tharriage and
education dimensions also, the post-graduate gratgrored the graduate group, but not significafithus, it can be said
level of education has significant influence (p@sX on the socio-religious and position of womeimehsions of
modernization so far the women teachers of urbaa &rconcerned. On the other hand, the influehtevel of education
on the dimensions of marriage and education aréiymdut not statistically significant. As suchet Hy-lll stating,
“There is no significant influence of Educational el on Dimensions of Modernization of Women in Téug
Profession of Urban area”is partly retained and partly rejected. It is régec with regard to the dimensions

It is here to be noted that the t-analysis of mpization dimensions between graduate and post-gtadyroup in
urban area shows similar type of results as heftden graduate and post-graduate group in rural émecase of both the
areas i.e. rural and urban, post-graduate groupusd significantly higher in socio-religious andsition of women
dimensions and non-significantly higher in marriage education dimensions. Thus, it may be infetihedl irrespective
of locality, level of education has similar type iofluence in determining and developing modermitgong women in

teaching profession in Sonitpur district.
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CONCLUSIONS

High score of post-graduate group in comparisothéograduate group in all the dimensions of modetion as

evident seems to be the consequences of educaitigpatt. Education in general is considered asttmgest instrument

for modernizing the individual behavior at largehélps the individuals to develop rational, logiaad scientific attitude

discarding the conservatism, orthodoxy, traditioaatl superstitious beliefs. So, it is natural thither the level of

education, grater the modernity they display.
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
